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Murtle Lake offers beautiful scenery, excellent fishing and trails
to the alpine.  Keep a clean campsite and a watchful eye on the
weather.  Caribou are sometimes visible on Central Mountain and
the alpine areas burst with flowers in July and August.  Check with
Park staff regarding trail conditions.
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
